
   

  

ITEMS TO TAKE TO SCOUT SUMMER CAMP 

 

A. Camp Supplies 

  Clearly mark all items with YOUR NAME AND TROOP NUMBER. Many lost items are found 

and owners cannot be identified. 

 

  The following list includes the items you will need at summer camp.  You will need all of them in 

most cases, so take your own and do not plan to borrow someone else's. 

 

 Campbox       Suntan lotion 

 Combination lock      Shoes for rocky terrain 

 Sierra cup (plastic cup)      Canteen/water bottle 

 Handkerchief and Kleenex     Compass (optional) 

 Flashlight       Spending money ($50-60 in $1.00 bills) 

 Extra flashlight batteries     Sleeping bag or blankets 

 Extra flashlight bulb     Pillow 

 Scout Uniform:      Mosquito net for cot (optional) 

 Khaki Scout Shirt      Tooth brush 

 Scout shorts      Toothpaste 

 Scout socks with red top     Comb 

 Troop neckerchief      Mirror 

 Neckerchief slide      Razor (adult) 

 Scout belt       Shaving lather (adult) 

 Clothing for daily wear:     Hand soap in a soap tray 

 Shorts (5 or more)      Shampoo 

 Shirts (10 or plan for hand laundering)   Wash cloth 

 Long pants (jeans) (for wear during    Bath towels (2) 

  hikes on trails near poison ivy)   Shower thongs 

 Underwear for 10 days     Toilet tissue (in a plastic bag for rain protection) 

 Socks for 10 days      Clothes line, clothes pins, & plastic hangers 

 Jacket       Insect repellent (no aerosol sprays) 

 Gloves for work projects and rock climbing  Chigger-rid or other bite ointment 

 Cap or other headgear     Medication (notify leaders) 

 Rain poncho      Pen and pencil 

 Swim gear       Pre-stamped & pre-addresses envelopes 

         Writing tablet (6" by 9") for merit badge work 

 



   

  

B. Swimming & Life Saving Merit Badges  (Usually First and Second Year Scouts) 

 If you plan to earn merit badges in Lifesaving or Swimming, take: 

 

 Long pants (jeans)      Long sleeve shirt (button type) 

 An old belt 

 

C. Adult Leaders 

 Adult leaders should consider bringing: 

  Lawn chair 

  Foam mattress for board bed. 

 

D. Important Notes 

 * Aerosol sprays will be confiscated because they destroy the water repellency of tents and can be 

dangerous if sprayed in eyes. 

 

 * Individuals with fireworks, weapons, or liquor will be sent home immediately. 

 

 * No cell phones, radios, tape players, CD players, Game Boys, etc., are permitted except on the trip
